Enforcement of OPRD General Park Area Rules  

 
1. PARTIES:  
 
This Agreement is between the State of Oregon, acting by and through its Oregon Parks 
and Recreation Department, hereinafter called OPRD, and, the City of Lincoln City, 
hereinafter called City, hereinafter individually referred to as the Party and collectively 
referred to as the Parties.

No amendment required to chan ge contact information. Each Party shall notify in 
writing the other Party of any contact changes made under this Agreement within 30 
days of the effective change.

3. AUTHORITY:  
 
Intergovernmental Cooperation Pursuant to ORS Chapters 190.003 through 190.265.  
 
4. TERM:  
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This Agreement shall be in effect from the date of the last authorized signature through 
June 30, 2033.  
 
5. AMENDMENTS:  
 
This Agreement may be amended. No changes to or waivers of provisions of this 
Agreement will be valid until they have been reduced to  writing, approved and signed 
by all Parties.  
 
6. PURPOSE:  
 
This Agreement permits the Lincoln City Police Department and it's officers to enforce 
General Park Area Rules as provided by Chapter 736, Division 10 of the Oregon 
Administrative Rules and General Ocean Shores State Recreation Area Rules as provided 
by Chapter 736, Divisions 21, 24 and 26 of the Oregon Administrative Rules.  

7. PARTIES MUTUALLY AGREE  
 
7.1 OPRD and City agree that both parties have a mutual goal of consistent rule and law 
enforcement with regard to natural resources on the Ocean Shore and OPRD property 
within the limits of Lincoln City:  
 
7.2 OPRD and City both have a mutual interest in assuring the Lincoln City Police 
Department has the ability to enforce General Park Area Rules as provided by Chapter 
736, Division 10 of the Oregon Administrative Rules, and General Ocean Shore State 
Recreation Area Rules as provided by Chapter 736, Divisions 21, 24, and 26 of the 
Oregon Administrative Rules:  
 

7.2.1 Reference to Division 26 is limited to OAR 736-026-0015 Beach and 
Driftwood Removal Policy, Non-State Park Beaches.  

 
7.3 The OPRD Director may enter into cooperative written agreements with local 
jurisdictions on behalf of the Department.  
 
7.4 City wishes to enter into a cooperative written agreement with OPRD to enforce 
General Park Area Rules and Ocean Shore State Recreation Area Rules for the purpose 
of providing its police officers with t he means to provide consistent, mutual 
enforcement of state park and beach rules on OPRD property:  
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16. NON-DISCRIMINATION  
 
City agrees to comply with all applicable requirements of federal and state civil rights 
and rehabilitation statutes, rules and regulations.  
 
17. MERGER  
This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement between the parties. No waiver, 
consent, modification or change of terms of this Agreement shall bind either party 
unless in writing and signed by both parties. Such waiver, consent, modification or 
change, if made, shall be effective only in the specific instance and for the specific 
purpose given. There are no understandings, agreements, or representations, oral or 
written not specified in this Agreement regarding this Agreement. Parties, by the 
signature of its authorized representative, hereby acknowledges that it has read this 
Agreement, understands it and agrees to be bound by its terms and condition.

Dear Ms. Halligan: 

At this crucial time of economic recovery, the Lincoln City City Council urges your support 
for the Lincoln City Cultural Center and its project, The Lincoln City Cultural Plaza. The Plaza 
would have a transformational effect on this property, the surrounding neighborhood, the 
health of the nonprofit Lincoln City Cultural Center, and the life of our rural community. An 
equipment grant from the USDA, which would help furnish the Plaza with benches, trash 
receptacles, bike racks, tables and chairs, would help the nonprofit center complete this project 
successfully. 

The Cultural Plaza project will bring increased accessibility, safer parking, night lighting and 
improved vendor access to the grounds of the Lincoln City Cultural Center (LCCC). When it is 
complete, the Plaza will be a more expansive venue for art, music, classes and markets, and 
provide economic support for hundreds of small business owners who rely upon this resource. 
It will increase the capacity of the Cultural Center to serve the community and fulfill its mission: 
to enrich the life of Lincoln City with arts and cultural events. 

Through local donors and grants from the City of Lincoln City, the Confederated Tribes of Siletz 
Indians, Oregon Community Foundation and others, matching funds have already been raised 
for the redevelopment of the exterior grounds and improvements to the landmark 1929 DeLake 
School building (Lincoln City Cultural Center). The plaza project design and engineering has 
already been completed and is ready for implementation. 

The LCCC Board of Directors has navigated the nonprofit through an unforeseen pandemic, 
developed not only a budget but also a new schedule with a plan to move forward. This project 
has our support.
