Adoption of an ordinance after second 
reading requires the express concurrence of a majority of the members present.  Ordinances 
may be read by title only, after compliance with Charter procedures.  A non-emergency 
ordinance takes effect on the thirtieth (30th) day after its adoption or on a later day the  
ordinance prescribes. An ordinance adopted to meet an emergency may take effect as soon as it 
is adopted or on some other date specified in the ordinance.  
 
Backgro und: 
 
Planning staff has requested that the number of Planning Commissioners be reduced to five in 
order to facilitate having a quorum for the conduct of city business.  There appears to be no 
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requirement in state law to maintain seven members.  The change would go into effect in 
January 2023.

Backgro und: 
 
The attached ordinance increases the delegated authority of the City Manager to sign 
Intergovernmental Agreements up to fifty thousand dollars  ($50,000).  The existing twenty-five 
thousand dollar ($25,000) limit is inconsistent with other authority for contracts in Chapter 2.05 
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(Public Contracting Code). Under the Public Contracting Code delegation resolution the 
Manager can sign some goods and services contracts up to $112,500, and other contracts up to 
$75,000.

THE CITY OF LINCOLN CITY ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS: 1

SECTION 1.    Lincoln City Municipal Code Title 4. (Real Property), Chapter 4.04 3 
(Acceptance of Real Property Interests, Leases, and IGA Renewals), Section 4.04.010 (City 4 
Manager- Delegation) paragraph B. (Intergovernmetal Agreements) is hereby amended to 5 
read as follows:  6 
 7 

B. Intergovernmental Agreements. Except when a public hearing before the 8 
governing body is required by federal, state or local law, the city council hereby 9 
authorizes and expressly delegates to the city manager the authority to enter into 10 
intergovernmental agreements, provided the amount of any such agreement 11 
does not exceed fifty thousand dollars ($50,000)  $25,000  and the 12 
intergovernmental agreement is approved as to form by the city attorney. 13 
Further, the city council hereby authorizes and expressly delegates to the city 14 
manager the authority to renew intergovernmental agreements, provided the 15 
agreement provides for renewal, terms of the intergovernmental agreement 16 
remain the same, or will be modified only as contemplated in the original 17 
agreement, and the renewal is approved as to form by the city attorney. 18

SECTION 2. Findings Adopted.   20

The findings contained in the Whereas Clauses of this ordinance, as well as the 22 
competent substantial evidence in the whole record of this legislative proceeding are 23 
incorporated into this section by reference as if fully set forth herein, and are adopted in 24 
support of this legisl ative action. 25

The sections, subsections, paragraphs and clauses of this ordinance are severable. The 29 
invalidity of one section, subsection, paragraph, or clause shall not affect the validity of 30 
the remaining sections, subsections, paragraphs and clauses.
