Background:   

The City Manager requested that this issue be placed on the Agenda. 

LCMC Section 10.20.20 provides: 

10.20.020 Certificate required.  

No person shall operate any taxicab business in the city without possessing a 
valid certificate for that business and its vehicles issued pursuant to this chapter, 
as well as any other license required by law including but not limited to a 
business occupation tax permit under Chapter 5.04 LCMC.  
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direct route, the time involved, and the number of passengers. Each taxicab must be equipped with 
taximeter to compute the rate. In lieu of a computed rate, a flat rate may be charged.  
B. The rate schedule must be posted in each taxicab in a place where passengers may readily see the 
schedule. No taxicab may charge more than the posted rate. (Ord. 2012-03 § 2 (Exh. A); Ord. 2005-12 § 1) 

10.20.130 Complaints.  
Certificate holders shall maintain a record of all complaints received in writing or by telephone and shall 
keep posted in a conspicuous place in the passenger compartment of each taxicab a statement setting 
forth the address and telephone number of the owners to which complaints should be directed, and a 
notice that a record of all complaints shall be open to inspection and review by the city at any time on its 
request. (Ord. 2012-03 § 2 (Exh. A); Ord. 2005-12 § 1) 

10.20.140 Certificate application requirements.  
A. An application for a certificate shall be filed with the police department. The application must be 
verified under penalty of perjury and contain or be accompanied by the following information and 
documentation:  

1. The name, business address, and residence address of the owner or person applying. 

2. The make, type, year of manufacture and seating capacity of the vehicle(s) for which application 
for certificate is made. 

3. A description of the proposed color scheme, insignia, trade style or any other distinguishing 
characteristics of the proposed vehicle design. 

4. A statement whether the applicant or any officers of the applicant have been convicted of any 
felony, misdemeanor or violation of any municipal ordinance or state law, including non -moving 
traffic violations and parking offenses, the nature of the offense and the punishment or penalty 
assessed. 

5. A policy of insurance in the manner and form required under LCMC 10.20.110. 

6. Payment of a nonrefundable fee as provided in subsection (B) of this section. 

B. The fee is to be set by resolution of the city council. The resolution shall include an exception to the fee 
requirement, during the first calendar year or portion thereo f in which these regulations apply, in 
response to a request from a person who has demonstrated current payment of an occupation tax to the 
city. Such person shall be eligible to apply for a certificate prior to December 31st of that year without 
payment of the fee as required in subsection (A) of this section. 

C. Before acting on any application for a certificate, the police chief shall be responsible for conducting an 
investigation of the owner or applicant within 60 days from the date the application is filed. Upon 
completion of such investigation the police chief shall report any findings and decision denying a 
certificate, in writing, to the city manager and the applicant. (Ord. 2012-03 § 2 (Exh. A); Ord. 2005-12 § 1)

Question(s): 
 
Should the City Council open and conduct the advertised public hearing for the proposed NE 14th 
Street Local Improvement District? 
 
Staff Recommendation: 
 
Staff recommends Council conduct the public hearing and take input from benefitted property 
owners in the proposed local improvement district.  Staff further recommends Council direct 
staff to return with a formation resolution within 90 days. 
 
Authority:   
 

13.04.050 Hearing - Decision by council. 

 

A. At the time of the public hearing, the council shall hear and consider testimony, both oral and 
written, on the proposed local improvement; and may continue the hearing as it deems necessary. 
After such hearing the council may, in its discretion, order the improvement to be made. If the 
council elects to order such improvement, it shall, within 90 days after the date of the hearing, 
provide by resolution for the establishment of the local improvement district and the construction 
of the improvement. 

 

B. Notwithstanding the fact that the proposed improvement was petitioned for by the owners of 
50 percent of the property to benefit, the council may refuse to proceed with the improvement if 
it finds the proposed improvement to be untimely or not in the best interests of the city. 

 

C. At the public hearing, the council may direct a modification of the proposed local 
improvement by revising the scope of the improvement, by reducing or enlarging the local 
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improvement district which it deems will be benefitted by the improvement, or may make such 
other modifications in the proceedings as it finds reasonable. If the council modifies the scope of 
the improvement so that assessment is likely to be substantially increased upon one or more lots, 
or if the council enlarges the local improvement district, or if the council causes a substantial 
change in any of the particulars contained in the improvement resolution, a new improvement 
resolution shall be adopted, new estimates made and new notices mailed to the owners within the 
proposed local improvement district. However, no new publication shall be required. (Ord. 84-15 
§ 4) 

 
Background: 
 
Council initiated this local improvement district by approving Resolution 2021-07 with the 
attached engineering report at its meeting on February 8, 2021. 
 
 
Background: 
 
The first step in the LID process is the Intention Resolution. Resolution 2021-07 declares an 
intent to construct low pressure sanitary sewer system improvements on the north side of NE 14th 
Street (from Highway 101 to NE Port Drive).  See attached report from City Engineer Stephanie 
Reid.  
 
 
The circumstances where the Council may not move forward are as follows:  
 

The council shall not consider any improvement for the formation of a local improvement 
district unless the total assessed valuation of the area in the district to be specially 
benefitted by the improvements is at least double the estimated cost of the improvement, 
including any legal, administrative, and engineering costs attributed thereto, unless 
council excepts said project from the requirements of this subsection based on findings 
that indicate the estimated amount of the improvement costs that will be assessed and 
paid in installments shall not exceed one-half the assessed valuation of the area 
specifically benefitted by the improvements.

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Council Options  
 

1. Hear and consider testimony, both oral and written, on the proposed local improvement;  
2. Continue the hearing as Council deems necessary; 
3. Direct a modification of the proposed local improvement by revising the scope of the 

improvement, by reducing or enlarging the local improvement district which it deems 
will be benefitted by the improvement, or may make such other modifications in the 
proceedings as it finds reasonable. 

4. Order the improvement to be constructed by directing staff to prepare a formation 
resolution and return within 90 days for approval of the resolution 

5. Decline to construct the local improvement.   
 
Recommended Council Motion: 
 
Move to direct staff to return with a formation resolution to order the construction of the 
local improvement and assess the costs against the benefitted property owners.
