A.  Call to Order  
Vice Chair Judy Casper called the meeting to order at 1:10 pm.  
 
Councilors Present:  Mayor Dick Anderson (arrived at 1:13 pm), and Councilors Diana 
Hinton, Diane Kusz, Riley Hoagland, Mitch Parsons, Rick Mark, and Judy Casper. 
 
Planning Commission Members Present:  Lenny Nelson, Marci Baker, Steve Griffiths, and 
Miles Schlesinger. 
 
Staff Present:  Ron Chandler, City Manager; Richard Appicello, City Attorney; Cathy Steere, 
City Recorder; Jerry Palmer, Police Chief; Anne Marie Skinner, Senior Planner; Alison 
Nelson, Director of the Urban Renewal Agency; Jeanne Sprague, Director of Parks and 
Recreation; and Lindsey Sehmel, Director of Planning and Community Development.  
 
B.  Discussion 
Mr. Chandler presented a history on the sign ordinance, noting there were two issues were 
content neutral, and the feather/tear drop and portable banners.  Mr. Chandler read a 
letter from Brian Mowrey from the Oregon Department of Transportation.  In talking with 
local businesses, they would like consistency throughout the City in the ordinances with 
regard to different zones.  A second issue was content with regard to the American Flag 
and it's placement.  Third is the placement of signs on Highway 101.  Discussed was 
enforcement issues with regard to the signs along Highway 101, enforcement issue with 
flags, types of signs, temporary signs, definition of signs, and art as a sign such as murals.  
 
Also discussed was temporary signs beginning with a definition and the various types of 
temporary versus portable signs, and the differences in the length of time in which each 
can be displayed.  Described was allowed placement.  Businesses expressed concerns with 
regulating sign placement, however were okay with the maintenance and number of signs 
allowed.  Ms. Skinner added that the proposed new ordinance reduces the number of signs 
allowed in the City.  Discussed was the clarity in the signage displayed in comparison with 
other cities, and if the signs would be consistent/uniform throughout the city.  Also 
discussed was the consistency of the sign ordinance throughout town, and how it would 
affect the diversity of the pearls or communities, and the various design standards.   
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Council consensus is to create consistency or cohesion throughout the entire town with the 
signs.  Discussed was smaller and fewer signs, and perpendicular signs. 
 
Design Standards 
Next topic was design standards, and Mr. Chandler provided a brief introduction.  Mr. 
Chandler reviewed the triggers that would require a developed piece of property that 
would have to meet the standards.  Discussed was the 25% enforcement rule to bring an 
existing non-compliance structure into compliance, guiding principles, street scape, 
repainting, the pearl and string areas and their distinct appearance as opposed to the 
same look throughout town, note that the Taft, Oceanlake, and Nelscott codes are nearly 
identical, and a description of a tiny house.   
 
Discussion was held on landscaping requirements, building diagram for the pearl areas,  
25 foot wide space requirement every 200 feet, payment in lieu of the 25 foot wide 
requirement, pocket parks with regard to maintenance issues, proposed residential 
parking,    
 
Also discussed were the different provisions and how they apply, landscaping, and 
Wecoma design elements.  Discussed was making a strong statement as to working 
toward a specific look to Lincoln City and the costs in moving toward a new look.  
 
Council discussed a desire to hold separate joint work sessions (or several) with the 
Planning Commission on design standards alone to provide more input.   
 
The Villages at Cascade Head   
Mr. Chandler reviewed two separate maps; 1) mixed use map; and 2) density map.  The 
City Attorney confirmed that the Planning Commissioners are allowed to participate.  Mr. 
Appicello spoke on development agreements, resort recreation mixed use, designated use 
zones,  
 
Council expressed appreciation to the Planning Commission for their work on the 
ordinances.
